It is now time to develop a strategy
for growing that further.

The meeting on the 9th February will hear from the Bioenergy Options researchers and then focus
on the way forward. It is a workshop for contributions from all attendees and not a talking heads
conference. If you want to be up-to-date on the opportunities that influence the bioenergy
strategy you should attend.

The development of a consistent strategy is essential if we are to align opportunities, investors,
researchers and government policies.

“* FUNDING OPPORTUNITY - SMART ENERGY CHALLENGE (ENERGY RESEARCH

DEVELOPMENT FUND)
The Singapore Energy Market Authority (EMA) has set up a $25 million Energy Research
Development Fund (ERDF) to provide financial support for the implementation of new and
innovative energy solutions to address the following goals:

i. Diversify Singapore’s energy sources and improve our energy security;

ii. Help achieve Singapore’s energy intensity reduction targets; and

iii. Develop Singapore’s energy industry.
ERDF is intended to seek out projects, which are close to deployment and have the potential to
provide impactful and tangible results. The funds from the ERDF will be used to support proposals
for projects submitted through the inaugural Smart Energy Challenge (SEC). The SEC will provide
funding of up to S5 million per project for the development of ideas that address Singapore’s
energy goals.

URS REPORT ON GHG EMISSIONS FROM BIODIESEL

Biogas - PRODUCTION IN NEW ZEALAND

Issues ofInterest EECA has released the URS report on GHG emissions from the three biodiesel
processes currently being used in NZ and an international peer review of that
report by E4Tech. Also available are spreadsheets to calculate emissions
using own data. The URS report gives default values for emissions from the three processes as an indication
for the purposes on informing.

EECA intends to publish the report and the peer review on its website in early January. EECA is seeking
feedback on the documents. Direct feedback to BANZ and we will co-ordinate a response to EECA.

In addition, EECA is also interested in a producer or producers voluntarily acknowledging the emissions
fairly represent their process or alternatively submitting a calculation for confidential review and this
number published. As well as the reduction in GHG emissions EECA is also interested in a voluntary
statement about whether the biodiesel feedstock has affected food production or reduced biodiversity.

Australia News — Market opens for timber pellets over coal

A new type of timber processing mill could be on the horizon for Tasmania. Emissions legislation in Europe
gives companies carbon offset benefits for burning wood instead of coal. Forest Enterprises Australia says it
is considering the market for a pellet mill using waste from its Tasmania operations. Industry Analyst
Robert Eastment says the state’s timber-rich resource makes it ideal to spearhead the push into the pellet
market. “They are short of wood they don’t have anywhere near sufficient wood to burn to be able to meet
the European targets.” “So they’re going to be down in places like Tasmania looking around buying the
wood, and the wood is shipped out, but instead of woodchips its wood pellets,” he said. (ref).
